Today production averages about 100 pounds per cow in our robotic facility

In 1993 we built a facility for 300 cows and a double 9 parlor
Over the course of the years from 1992018 we grew the herd to 800 milking cows

In November of 2018 we started milking 320 cows with 8 robots

Today we milk 510 cows in our 8 robots
A We think this number will slightly increase over the next few years
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
